We would like to thank Officers Tim Morris and Casey Clark for stopping by to talk about neighborhood concerns such as neighborhood safety, motor scooters/mini motorcycles, and traffic violations.  

Officer Morris reminded us as a subdivision it’s all our responsibilities to keep an eye out for any suspicious activity and to contact the police with any concerns.  The contact numbers are, 543-7074. for dispatch or 911.  Officer Morris also covered the grow concern regarding Motor scooters/mini motorcycles.  According to Officer anyone under the age of 16 caught driving these will be stopped and given a warning or a possible citation.  I know this warning will not be heeded by everyone so, at the very minimum if your child is riding a motor scooter/mini motorcycle please talk to them about obeying the law(s).  We have received several complaints that the kids are running stop signs and pulling out in front of on coming traffic. 

The last thing Officer Morris addressed was traffic volition.  Topic included speeding, running stop signs and parking vehicles on the street.   The Mount Washington Police will be looking at ways to monitor the speeding and the running of stop signs. The speed limit is 25 miles per hour.    We have a lot of children in this neighborhood please obey the speed limit. As for the parking on the street, cars are not allowed to park overnight on the street. However, Officer Morris said that if the police see several cars (holiday, birthday party, etc.) they are not going to give them a ticket.

Budget
