2) Notes from meeting with Richard of Dogwood Homes. – April Williams

c. Fences/sheds/garbage cans enclosure – if you have had a fence, shed or garbage can on your property but didn’t get prior approval, you need to submit paperwork so we can have it on file.

i. Need agreement from all homes along that street.
ii. 51% of neighborhood to vote in favor.

a. Review expanding pool hours.

ii. Add an extra hour to other days of the week.

iii. Added cost of additional hours.

iv. Would cost additional ~$2000 to add an hour to each day of the week.

v. Decided not to add any hours, only shift around.  Mondays, Wednesday, Friday, Saturday hours will be shifted one hour later.

vi. Crack in pool can be fixed with water still present.

vii. Electrical problem with lights can not be fixed unless pool is drained.

viii. Pool can’t be drained unless pond is also drained ~halfway.

ix. Suggestion for clock in pool so that break times can be standardized.

x. Some residents expressed concerns that some lifeguards were bringing girlfriends/family to pool.
